2. We need an _________________, not just an explanation 
(John 9:17, 25) 17 Then they turned again to the blind man, “What have you to say about him? It was your eyes he opened.” The man replied, “He is a prophet.” … 25 He replied, “Whether he is a sinner or not, I don’t know. One thing I do know. I was blind but now I see!” (NIV)

3. We need _________________, not just practice 
(Acts 2:28) You have made known to me the paths of life; you will fill me with joy in your presence.’ (NIV)

Otherwise they might see with their eyes, hear with their ears, understand with their hearts and turn, and I would heal them.’ (NIV)
